A Resolution Authorizing the Allocation of the 2023 Certified Public Expenditure (CPE) funds for the Purchase of Emergency Medical Equipment 
WHEREAS, the Fitch-Rona EMS District has received funds through the State of Wisconsin Medicaid Supplemental Payment Programs
WHEREAS, the FitchRona EMS District has received $46,660.30 from a review and report of calendar year 2023; and
WHEREAS, this reimbursement is a one-time revenue reimbursement from 2023; 
WHEREAS, the district still needs to purchase capital equipment/durable medical goods that are routinely purchased during ambulance replacement, for the additional ambulance added in 2025;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the FitchRona EMS Commission, that:
1. Forty Thousand three hundred nine and eight cents ($40,309.08) of CPE funds shall be allocated for the purchase of an additional cardiac monitor for the FitchRona EMS District.
2. The remaining six thousand three hundred fifty-one and twenty-two cents ($6,351.22) of CPE funds shall be allocated for the purchase of an ultrasound unit and the equipment to support its implementation for the FitchRona EMS District.
3. The Chief is hereby authorized to take all necessary actions to execute this resolution, including procurement, contracting, and disbursement of funds in accordance with applicable laws and policies.
