
Intergovernmental Agreement

This Agreement is between the Fitch-Rona EMS District (Fitch-Rona EMS) and Dane County (County).

WHEREAS, Fitch-Rona EMS will provide emergency medical services to the County at the Alliant Energy Center during public events; and
WHEREAS, this Agreement sets forth the expectations, responsibility, and mechanisms for the provisions of services related to emergency medical services at the Alliant Energy Center; and
WHEREAS, the parties are authorized to enter into this agreement pursuant to section 66.0301, Wisconsin Statutes;
THEREFORE, in consideration of the above premises and mutual covenants of the parties, hereinafter set forth, the receipt and sufficiency of which is acknowledged by each party for itself, The County and Fitch-Rona EMS do agree as follows:


1) The scope of services provided pursuant to this Agreement includes:
a. When it is required or deemed advisable for the reason of public safety by the Alliant Energy Center, Fitch-Rona EMS will provide trained Emergency Medical Technician responders on-site and available for immediate treatment of event participants and employees during the hours requested. Responders will operate under the service-approved operational plan and report with all equipment and supplies needed to provide a quality emergency response. The cost for this work will be billed at the rates indicated in Schedule A.

b. Any medical supplies, equipment, or other consumables that are exhausted when providing services will be billed as appropriate to the patient through Fitch-Rona EMS user fees.

c. Depending on risk level assessment and or contractual obligation, there will be times when it is deemed prudent or required to have an ambulance on-site at certain events. When an ambulance or other advanced-level care team is on-site, Fitch-Rona EMS will supply the unit staffed with necessary and appropriately trained Emergency Medical Technicians. If the ambulance should need to leave the site for reason of transport or other situation a second ambulance should be dispatched to take the place of the first, assuring complete emergency coverage at all times, as operationally feasible. Cost(s) associated with these operations are noted in Schedule A. All costs incurred for ambulance transports will be charged to the patient in accordance with current Fitch­ Rona user fees unless other arrangements have been made with the Alliant Energy Center, Dane County, or the event organizer.

2) The County shall provide a minimum of 21 days written notice of events requiring ambulance services. Fitch-Rona EMS will make attempts to cover any event with less than a 21-day notice, but shall not be held liable for any costs incurred by the County should Fitch-Rona not be able to provide the requested coverage.

3) Fitch-Rona EMS shall bill the County monthly for services rendered. The County shall provide payment within 30 business days of receipt of a bill for services.

4) This Agreement shall remain in full force and effect from the date it is fully executed by all parties until December 31, 2026, with the option to renew.

5) This Agreement may be amended from time to time by mutual written agreement of the parties. Any party desiring to modify this Agreement shall notify the other in writing 60 days prior to that action.
6) Fitch-Rona EMS agrees to secure at its own expense all personnel necessary to carry out its obligations under this Agreement. Such personnel shall not be deemed to be employees of COUNTY nor shall they or any of them have or be deemed to have any direct contractual relationship with COUNTY.

7) Each party shall be responsible for the consequences of its own acts, errors, or omissions and those of its employees, boards, commissions, agencies, officers, and representatives and shall be responsible for any losses, claims, and liabilities, which are attributable to such acts, errors, or omissions including providing its own defense.  In situations including joint liability, each party shall be responsible for the consequences of its own acts, errors, or omissions and those of its employees, agents, boards, commissions, agencies, officers and representatives. It is not the intent of the parties to impose liability beyond that imposed by state statutes.

8) Each party shall abide by its respective non-discrimination and affirmative action policies during the terms of this Agreement.
